o 1:30 p.m. tour at The McFaddin-Ward House (home to an early Beaumont family).

Devotion Trail – Southeast Texas 

 Visit different houses of worship after an historic house tour of a family who were devoted members of St. Mark’s 

Episcopal Church. 

o 10:00 a.m. tour at The McFaddin-Ward House.  

o Nearby are the newly-refurbished St. Anthony's Cathedral Basilica and the newly-restored Temple 

Emanuel.  

o In Port Arthur Further are the Buu Mon Buddhist Temple, The Queen of Peace Shrine, and the 

Vietnamese Our Lady of Guadalupe Shrine.  

o In Orange is The First Presbyterian Church (with its glorious stain glass).  

o The Thursday, Friday, and Saturday before Easter is ―Last Days of Christ,‖ an outdoor reenactment.
